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KORY SPERRY OF COLORADO STATE NAMED  
JOHN MACKEY TIGHT END OF THE WEEK 

 
Manhasset, N.Y. (September 5, 2007) – Kory Sperry of Colorado State was named John Mackey 

Tight End of the Week by the Nassau County Sports Commission. The Mountain West conference 

senior recorded eight receptions for 103 yards and three touchdowns in a heartbreaking 31-29 

overtime loss against Colorado. Sperry, who caught TD strikes of 2 and 6 yards in the first half, 

hauled in a 37-yard touchdown to put the Rams ahead 21-17 in the third quarter. 
 

The John Mackey Tight End of the Week is an honor distinct and different from the annual John 

Mackey Award. This weekly honor was started in 2004 to draw attention to individual play by Tight 

Ends during the active season. The Tight End of the Week acknowledgment does not have a direct 

bearing on the final John Mackey Award selection process.
